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SECTION 1: General Introduction

British Orienteering currently has several funds for the support of certain different
areas of orienteering. The monies were left as either a bequest, a legacy, or as a
grant from the sports councils.

Section 2 of these procedures gives details of general procedures applicable to
all the different funds.

Details of who can apply to the different funds and what the different funds can
be spent on are detailed in section 3 of these procedures.




SECTION 2: General procedures

Applications for all funds will be dealt using the same standard procedure.
Applicants must fill in the attached application form, filling all necessary details
including copies of the budget for the project, copies of all sources of income
including other grants and the club/association balance sheets. Funds will be
assessed twice yearly. Application deadlines are 31% January and 31% August.
All applications made throughout the year will be ‘batched’ and assessed at
these deadlines.

Orienteering National office.

The application dates are as follows:

Application Deadline 31% August
Pre-assessment by 7" September
Assessment by 21°%' September
Payment by 1% October
Application Deadline 31° January
Pre-assessment by 8" February
Assessment by 22" February
Payment by 3" March

After applications have been received they will be collated and pre-assessed by
The British Orienteering Executive Officer. If any further information is required
at this stage, before assessment by the trustees, the Executive Officer will
contact the applicant by telephone or email. The pre-assessment process will
last two weeks and will ensure all the relevant documentation is in order before
applications are sent to the trustees. The trustees are British Orienteering Chief
Executive, British Orienteering Chairman and one of the British Orienteering Vice
Chairman.

Once decisions have been made, the Executive Officer will then send a copy of
the completed application form to the British Orienteering Accounts Manager for
a cheque to be drawn up.

Once the cheque has been drawn up it will be sent by the Executive Officer to
the applicant together with a letter and details of the reporting back procedure.

British Orienteering now request that any club or association receiving funds
report back on the usage and impact of the monies awarded. Enclosed with the



cheques will be a standard reporting form that requires those receiving the
awards to complete the details of how the money was spent. This will need to be
accompanied by a copy of the closing accounts for the project.
