Development Fund Application Form

Any affiliated club or association may apply for a Development Fund grant.

Applications will be considered by Development Committee at the January and September meetings and must be submitted two weeks before the meeting date (this date will be advertised on the website news item).
Applications for grants will be assessed according to the following criteria:

· how the grant application is related to the club / association Development Plan

· whether the project will increase participation in the sport
· numbers of new participants into the sport through the project

· numbers of newly trained club members who will be involved in the project e.g. coaches, mappers, event officials etc

· other funding which will contribute to the project e.g. club funds, other grant funding (NB it is expected that clubs/associations will contribute to the project costs and/or seek other grants)

· Long Term sustainability of the project will be a key factor in awarding funding. One off events are unlikely to be successful.

Applications for grants which will not be funded:

· replacement of existing equipment
· buy computer programmes for mapping / course setting / results system

· pay for travel costs for participants

Examples of projects which are most likely to attract a Development Fund grant:

· setting up a satellite club: costs for one or more of:

· mapping the site / nearby park / small wood within walking distance

· training new club mappers to make maps required

· training new coaches who will work in a team to lead the weekly session

· additional equipment needed to run the satellite club which can be kept at the site / by the lead coach

· costs towards providing regular low key activities/events in a focused area to increase participation by newcomers – leading into or as an extension of a weekly satellite club / after school club / links to other organizations:

· mapping one or two local open spaces / small woods close to the focus groups

· training and mentoring new planners / organizers

· training more coaches who will offer some coaching tips alongside the low key activities/events

· employing a part time coach who will provide taster sessions at selected schools in a focused area – leading into a regular satellite clubs or series of low key events

· setting up new permanent orienteering courses in a selected number of parks in an urban area / district which will be used for a series of low key events / out of school hours clubs / school competitions

General Notes

· Payments can be phased subject to success of the project. 
· Applicants should also be aware of other funding sources for their project It is recommended that applicants should discuss their application with the BOF Development Manager before submission.

· Projects are likely to get a proportion of the total funding requested. 

· There is expectation of recipients of funding to actively promote their funded project in the local community.

· You will also be required to produce a 12 month report.
